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Technical Safety BC Entrance Bursary 2026
Purpose:
Technical Safety BC is an independent, self-funded organization that oversees the safe installation and operation of technical systems and equipment across the province. In addition to issuing permits, licences and certificates, they work with industry to reduce safety risks through assessment, education and outreach, enforcement, and research.

Amount:
Three (3) bursaries of $4000 each, will be disbursed at NVIT’s annual awards ceremony, by Technical Safety BC, to support learners in their studies, particularly in technical/trades education and/or social sciences.  

Checklist:
· Be self-identified as having Indigenous ancestry.
· Submit proof of enrolment in a full-time course load in any program (60% or higher) for the 26/27 academic year at any NVIT Campus via an unofficial NVIT Transcript or registration statement.
· Provide the attached Budget Information sheet.

Deadline:
The NVIT Registration Office must receive applications by 4:30pm on August 15, 2026. If August 15th lands on a weekend, the application will be due the last business day before the deadline. Reference letters must also be submitted through email to awards@nvit.ca.
